PATIENTS WITH HEART MURMURS AND/OR ARRHYTHMIAS:

1)  Feline patients with murmurs: all will be required to have an up-to-date cardiologist’s assessment prior to anesthesia.

2)  (anine patients with murmurs:

a) If > Syears of age, patient will be required to have an up-to-date cardiologist’s assessment prior to anesthesia.
b) If < 5yearsofage, itis advised that a cardiologist's assessment be performed in advance. If this has not been done,
a cardiologist will be consulted and a cardiologist's assessment may be necessary prior to anesthesia.
) Patients with murmurs that are of those breeds genetically predisposed to heart disease, regardless of age, will be required

to have a cardiology assessment.
